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PREFACE.

T8 volume contains the Catalogue of the Additions to the
Department of MSS. during the years 1888-1893, arranged
under the heads of Additional MSS., Additional Charters,
Detached Seals, Papyri, Egerton MSS., and Egerton Charters.
The total number of manuscripts acquired during this period is
twelve hundred and ninety-four; of charters, seven thousand
and ninety; of detached seals, two thousand and seventy-nine;
and of papyri, three hundred and thirty-eight, counting many
fragments under a single number.

The additions to the general collections include fifty-nine
MSS. which have hitherto belonged to the Department of
Printed Books, as part of the Grenville Library. They have
now been transferred to the custody of the Keeper of MSS.
and catalogued.

In the case of a large correspondence a general description
of the papers, with an enumeration of the principal writers, has
been thought sufficient, but the omitted names appear in
the Index.

Written in Italy, 15th century; with finely illuminated
borders. Vellum.

Add. 33,997. Book of Hours, in Latin; beautifully written and
illuminated by an Italian artist late in the 15th century,
apparently for a lady named Esmeralda, living in or near
Perugia. Vellum.

Add. 34,247. Book of Honrs of the Virgin, in Latin; written in
Italy at the end of the 15th century. With finely illuminated
figure-initials and borders, and with other borders in mono-
chrome executed with extreme delicacy. Vellum.

Add. 34,294. Book of Hours, in Latin, written and illuminated
for Bona of Savoy, widow of Galeazzo Muria Sforza, Duke of
Milan (died 1476), probably about the year 1490. With forty-
eight miniatures and a large number of borders, exquisitely
painted in the finest style of Milanese art. Many of the leaves
having been abstracted, they were replaced by others between
1519 and 1521, the insertions including sixteen beautifully
executed miniatures by Flemish artists.
